The District has identified a need for funding to upgrade equipment, vehicles and stations. A bond
referendum will allow the District to address additional call volumes, as well as:

In 2021, the District responded to more
than 1,800 incidents, a 51% increase in 911
calls since 2012

WHY A BOND REFERENDUM?

The District DOES NOT receive
funding or budget allocations from
the counties, villages or townships
we protect.

We have long-been one of the most
efficient and cost-effective fire
rescue Districts in the area.

The District is asking voters to
consider the issuance of General
Obligation Bonds to provide needed
capital.

The Bonds will be paid off in 10
years.
